Tithing from Much or Little

The past few weeks we have been discussing the Biblical principle of
\ It’'sa tithing. As you may know, the Old Testament is rather imased
/ Spiritual about tithing. The prophet Malachi said that when you fail to tithe, you
. . ,. areactually robbing God. Tithing was required, and it was looked at as
\Dtsczplme the starting point. Offerings were the gifts offered after the tithe was
already in place.

In the New Testament, the picture changes slightly, but in an im-
portant way. Tithing is still assumed. It is fair to say that Jesus saw tith-
ing as a continuing standard. The difference in the New Testament is
that tithing is not a law. Rather, tithing is a spiritual discipline of pro-
portionate giving. Tithing is a part of the spiritual goal toward which
we move. lItis a guide for our giving.

A true story of stewardship comes to us from a small Midwest
t own. A small church had just rec
treasurer. The nominating committee had recommended the name of a
man who was the owner of the local grain elevator and a highly re-

spected person in that congregation and community. When they asked him to serve, he said that he
would under two conditions.

What were those two conditions? That no financial questions would be asked for one year; and
that no financial reports would be required until the end of the year. As you can imagine, the requests
were somewhat difficult to swallow, but the people agreed since he was a highly respected man and a
faithful member of the congregation.

At the end of the year, the financial report for the year was finally given. The people could
hardly believe what they heard. The final payments on adtargling indebtedness had been paid in
full. All current bills were paid in full something that was not frequently the case. All District pledges
had been paid for the first time in at least ten years, and there was $12,000 in the bank after all expenses
were paid.
